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“Du Bois’s urban approach offers . . . an early perspective that 
bridges conceptions of race and urban space, foregrounding 
an intellectual foundation for key ideas regarding urbanization 
and urban Black enclaves such as racial residential 
segregation, social isolation, and many other related ideas 
often considered today as conventional wisdom.”

“[T]he current debate about regional differences in racial 
prejudice is missing some of the nuanced ways African 
Americans interpret regional boundaries and is overlooking 
some dimensions that are salient to Black migrants. As 
a whole, migrants in this study demonstrated no overall 
consensus in the amount of racism they perceived across 
regions.” 

“[S]omething is occurring within the larger sociological 
context that is systematically affecting Puerto Ricans, 
Mexicans, and Cubans differently with implications for 
their population health. We cannot definitively conclude 
that a differential racialization process has occurred. 
However, the patterns seem to indicate that at the very 
least, the three major Latino populations are dealing with 
different conditions that are translating into different health 
outcomes.”

“[T]he meritocratic standard, in this case as measured by 
grade point average as a public university admissions criterion, 
is affected by the threat that ethnoracial outgroups pose to 
Whites . . . For some Whites in the twenty-first century, “the 
Black image in the White mind,” the object of study by the 
late historian George M. Fredrickson, may still hold a unique 
and particularly threatening significance compared to the 
image of other non-White ethnoracial groups.”

“[M]ost of America, and especially the American academy, is 
just not ready, they can’t assimilate, they can’t incorporate, 
they can’t render intelligible the radical message that Du Bois 
is putting forward. I think this is going to be true for  
a whole subsequent slew of figures, including myself.”
