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include a word count.
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quotations that appear with another quotation.  For example: ‘She reported 
him as saying, “I will not comply”’.

7. Foreign words/phrases should appear in italics

8. All quotations of texts in a foreign language should be translated.  Greek, 
Hebrew, etc. should be transliterated.

9. References should appear in footnotes, which should be numbered sequen-
tially throughout the article.

10. References should follow these formats:
