! The translation of Cuxwold as Silvae cuculatae in Latin was almost certainly an alchemical pun on
Webster’s part; cuculatum majus =aqua vitae.

A rough translation might read as follows:

Here he lies unknown to the world, and buried under a mound of odium,
But his mind was always patient and endured much,

So that it might know the secrets of the ancient sages,

And finally learn of the powers of the fire.

Johannes Hyphantes alias Webster

Born in the parish of the cuckoo wood [Coxwold]
In the county of York in the year of our Lord 1610
Left his prison in 1682.

And so, dying, he bade farewell to this world:
“Golden peace to the living, eternal rest to the buried”.
