Edited by Paul Edwards and Pauline Rewt, with a foreword by David Dabydeen

Born in 1729 aboard a slave ship and employed as an English household servant
from infancy, Ingatius Sancho became a protege of the Duke of Montagu and a

friend of the novelist Sterne and the actor Garrick, as well as a celebrated
literary figure in his own right. His letters, always well-written, give

fascinating insights into 'ordinary' 18th-century London life, and
provide an invaluable contrast with the more radical slave

narrative available from the period, much of it
of American origin.
