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(“IRS”).11 It may have an immediate impact on nonprofit health care systems that
enter into similar ventures with for-profit companies. One such nonprofit system in
Texas has recently challenged an IRS finding that it forfeited its tax-exempt
status.12 The Redlands decision will likely impact the Texas case and any that
follow it.
