The Evolution of Sex in Plants. By Joux Merie Covnrer, Head of
the Department of Botany in the University of Chicago. viii+ 140
piages, small 12mo, cloth; 4s. net.

In this first volume of the new * University of Chicago Solence Beries” Professor
Conlter, the editor of the Botanical Gaszette and the anthor of numerous yolumes on.
botanical science, has given a presentation of the results of research showing that all
reproduction is the samo in its essentinl features and all methods of reproduction are
natural responses to the varying conditions encountered by plants in their life histories.
Sex reproduction, the suthor says, is simply one kind of response, the sex feature not
being essential to reproduction, but nenurinsﬂaomething in eonneection with the proecess.
Various phases of the subject discussed include the evolution of sex organs, the alternation
of generations, the differentiation of sexunl individuals, and parthenogenesis. The last
chapter, which offers a theory of sex, reviews the more prominent facta set forth in
preceding parts of the volume, and serves hoth as a summary and s working hypothesis.
