- reviews the desirability of develop ing the concept of appeals with in the intern ation al judi cial sys tem;
- examines, within the fram ework of a cons ide ration of the compos ition of intern ational tribunals, the

significance of the growing recourse to Chambers of the Intern ation al Co urt of Justice;
- and concludes with a sea rching ana lysis of the role of equity in in terna tional litigation and, in

particular, the need for cha nges in trad ition al procedures to take account of the exten de d discretion of the
judiciary .
