Over 140,000 definitions including
13,000 new entries are thoroughly Canadian in their grounding, not a reworking of
an originally American or British publication. There are several hundred
illustrations and 200 photographs. Spelling reflects accurately the usage of
government departments and agencies and of academic institutions. Etymological
and synonym/idiomatic usage notes are plentiful.
