Since the publication of the Ain-i-Akbari, in the time of Akbar, no detailed descriptions of
Indian arms have appearved. The arms of Europe have been fully illustrated by Meyrick, Hewitt,
and a few writers on the Continent ; but their veferences to Oriental weapons are usually brief and
occasionally inaccurate ; and often serve only to illustrate the European arms worn in the Middle
ages, such as chain armour or steel flails. The present time is favourable for the examination of the
national and private collections of Indian arms in this countyy, as they are not likely 1o rveceive many
new additions.
