Travel Support Program. The Henry J. Kaiser Family Foundation, Menlo
Park, California, has given a grant to the Walter P. Reuther Archives of
Labor and Urban Affairs, Wayne State University, Detroit, to permit awards
of up to $700 to cover travel and expenses related to research for scholars using
the Archives. This grant program is intended primarily to aid graduate stu-
dents working on their doctoral dissertations and younger faculty members
who need financial assistance in order to undertake research projects. The
holdings of the Archives include the papers of nine major unions, worker or-
ganizations and social reform organizations, as well as individuals active in
these groups. In addition, there is extensive material relating to urban affairs,
women's history, international affairs, radical movements, ethnic minorities,
blacks and civil rights.

The Oral History of the American Left, Tamiment Library, New York Univer-
sity, has held two mini-conferences on the subject of "The National Question
and the Left," or ethnic and racial radicalism in the twentieth-century U.S.
