In the near future, the U.S. is likely to recognize the People's Republic of China 
as the government of China and withdraw recognition from the Republic of 
China Yet, after withdrawal of recognition, the authorities and sixteen million 
inhabitants of Taiwan will not disappear, nor will countless American relation­
ships with them cease.
