Authors will be responsible for all alterations to proofs which exceed 20 % of the
cost of composition.
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In view of the increasing number of typescripts which are being received for
possible publication, those who wish to submit work are asked not to do so
without first consulting the Editors who will be glad to advise about format, length
and possible date of publication if the work can be accepted.
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
