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i. Manolis Andronikos. Some Reflections on the Macedonian Tombs
The excavation of the Royal Tombs at Vergina has led to discussion of problems posed by

them. This paper discusses problems of chronology, and the difficulties of deducing date purely
from consideration of the architectural features of the Macedonian tombs. It also considers
the use of the vault to roof them, and argues that this was developed in Macedonia itself,
through the enlargement of cist tombs to meet the particular needs posed by the larger tombs
of the fourth century BC. Finally, it discusses the architectural embellishment of the facades.

3. Ann Brown and Alan Peatfield. Stous Athropolithous, a Minoan Site near Epano Zakro,
Sitias (Plates 1-2)

During his travels in Crete 1894-9, Sir Arthur Evans discovered the site of Athropolithous
near Epano Zakro, Sitias; he also recovered clay figurines from the site. Though never exca-
vated, the site has figured prominently in discussions about Minoan cult places. There has
arisen some confusion about its exact identification. To clarify the issue Evans's notes and the
finds are published here. In addition, the classification of Athropolithous as a cult place is
discussed, and is used as an example of a more rigorous approach to the identification of shrine
sites.

8. Paul Halstead. Man and Other Animals in Later Greek Prehistory

9. Sinclair Hood. An Early British Interest in Knossos
Four letters written in 1879, 1880, and 1884, by Thomas B. Sandwith, the British Consul in

Crete, to the British Museum throw light on the early history of the site of the Bronze Age
palace at Knossos. The first of these letters (1879) contains a brief eyewitness account of the
excavations of Minos Kalokairinos there in the winter of 1878-9 and urges the British Museum
to continue his work. The two later letters (1884) deal with his gift of a pithos from the palace
excavations to the Museum. The letters also refer to clandestine excavations in the Sanctuary
of Demeter at Knossos.

10. Gillian E. Ince, Theodore Koukoulis, and David Smyth. Paliochora: Survey of a Byzantine
City on the Island of Kythera. Preliminary Report (Plates 13-16)

site of Paliochora (Hagios Demetrios) on Kythera. The city was traditionally founded in the
late twelfth century and destroyed by the pirate Barbarossa in 1537.

The report begins with a brief historical summary of the island's history under the Byzantines
and Venetians, and a description of the site. The rest of the paper is devoted to a discussion of
the initial finds under the headings of domestic architecture and churches. In the conclusion
the proposed future work on site is outlined.

15. J. A. MacGillivray, L. H. Sackett etal. Excavations at Palaikastro, 1986 (Plates 19-24)
New excavations were undertaken at Palaikastro in 1986 in the fields lying between the

previous excavations and the sea. The remains of two structures and a roadway were found.
Building 1 is a monumental structure, constructed in LM IA, that seems to have been destroyed
in LM IB, and probably reoccupied and destroyed/abandoned in LM IIIA2. Over the top of
Building 1 a less impressive structure was built and occupied then abandoned in LM IIIB.
The second structure has many features in common with Late Minoan cult buildings. Building
2 is a typical LM town house of the wealthier variety, destroyed in LM IA with traces of later
reoccupation in ?LM III. The roadway, called 'Harbour Road', seems to lead from the likely
location of the Minoan harbour to the entrance of Building 1.

19. David Reese. Palaikastro Shells and Bronze Age Purple-Dye Production in the Mediter-
ranean Basin

The 1963 excavation at Palaikastro-Kastri in eastern Crete produced about 150 marine
shells.

23. Demetrius V. Schilardi. New Evidence about the Hoplite Relief, Athens NM 1959
The relief, on a marble stele, was originally published in 1903 by D. Philios. The present

article gives a reconsideration of it. It is concluded that the relief, dated c.510 BC, is funerary,
not votive, and was reused subsequently in a wall, probably the fourth-century fortification wall.

24. Judith Shackleton, Sinclair Hood, and Jonathan Musgrave. The Ashmolean Shell Plaque,
AM 1938.537 (Plates 43-5)

This shell applique in the Ashmolean Museum at Oxford was acquired by Evans in Crete
in 1894. He was told that it came from the Mesara, but there is no evidence to link it with the
Ayios Onoufrios deposit. The material is Aegean Spondylus gaederopus L., not Tridacna from the
Red Sea. The plaque is probably Cretan work of the period of the Early Palaces (Middle
Minoan I—II), not Early Minoan or Archaic Greek as Evans at different times believed. It
seems to represent, not a negro or 'negroid' as often claimed, but a physical type attested by
other representations of Bronze Age date in Crete and elsewhere in the Aegean area.

25. R. A. Tomlinson. The Acropolis of Athens in the 1870s: the Evidence of the Alma-Tadema
Photographs (Plates 46-9)

The photographs of Athens in the collection of Sir Lawrence Alma-Tadema, now in the
Library of the University of Birmingham, are catalogued. They are shown to comprise, in the
main, two series, one purchased, of which the majority are original prints of William Stillman's
photographs of 1869, the second consisting of photographs apparently taken for Sir Lawrence
when he visited Athens in the later 1870s. Since the later series often deliberately duplicated
views in the earlier series, comparisons can be made. These demonstrate that part of the fajade
to the west wing of the Propylaia was preserved intact from Antiquity inside the Frankish
tower.

26. R. A. Tomlinson. The Architectural Context of the Macedonian Vaulted Tombs
This article is concerned with the Macedonian vaulted tombs as a specifically Macedonian

contribution to the development of Greek architecture. It looks at the theory that the technique
was inspired by eastern examples. Mesopotamian and Egyptian vaulting techniques are
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described, and shown to be different. It therefore follows that the Macedonian technique was
not copied from the Near East.

From a test made in 1908 north of the Theatral Area of the palace at Knossos came a

unique triple-bodied jug in a mixed Early to Late Minoan fill. The fabric, decorative style,
and motifs support an EM IIA date for this unusual vase. The jug may have been meant for
funerary rather than domestic use.
