THIS BOOK contains the names of two hundred and
fifty-two servants of the Syndics of the Press, em-
ployed either in the printing business at Cambridge
or in the publishing office in London, who joined
His Majesty's Forces during the War. It is be-
lieved that the list of names is complete; but of
the details of service unhappily no such claim can
be made. The inequality of detail, which will be
apparent at a glance, is due not to inequality of
service but to the difficulty of getting into touch
with those who have not returned to the Press and
with the relatives of those who can never return.

The number of the men who lost their lives on
active service is forty-one. With the exception of one,
whose next of kin it has been impossible to trace,
their portraits appear in the pages that follow, and
thanks are due to those relatives or friends who
were kind enough to lend photographs.
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
