THE NEWBERRY LIBRARY CENTER FOR RENAISSANCE STUDIES
has announced its first Summer Institute in the Archival Sciences to
be held June 23 — August 15, 1980, for post-doctoral scholars and
advanced graduate students interested in the research techniques
necessary for work with historical and literary sources for the
period 1450~1700. The Institute, one of three planned under fund-
ing by a grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities, is
a collaborative undertaking of the Newberry Library, Loyola Uni-
yersity of Chicago, Northern Illinois University, Northwestern
University, University of Chicago, University of Illinois at Chi-
cago Circle, and the University of Wisconsin at Milwaukee.

The 1980 Institute will be under the direction of Bernard Barbiche
(Ecole Nationale des Chartes, Paris), who will lead a seminar on
French manuscripts and early printed sources and on the history of
French institutions and archives. Ten post-doctoral fellowships of
up to $2, 500 each will be offered, and fellowships of up to $2,000 are
