Cont r ibu to rs should keep in m i n d the general readership for w h o m they are wr i t i ng and 
relate their findings specifically to relevant secondary literature. 

Cont r ibu t ions may be sent to the Edi tors listed on the inside c o v e r ; they should be 
addressed to them at their Depa r tmen t s of His tory . W h e n an article has been accepted 
for publ icat ion, the author is s t rongly encouraged to send a c o p y of the final vers ion on 
compute r disk ( A p p l e M a c i n t o s h or I B M compat ib le P C ) together with the hard c o p y 
typescr ipt , g iv ing details of the wordprocess ing software used (Microsof t W o r d , W o r d 
or W o r d Perfect) . H o w e v e r , the publ i sher reserves the right to typeset material b y 
convent ional means if an author ' s disk proves unsat isfactory. 

A u t h o r s may submi t cont r ibut ions in ei ther Eng l i sh or F rench . T h e y should not 
exceed about 7500 w o r d s (exc lud ing notes), excep t wi th the pr ior approval of the 
Edi tors . W h e r e appropria te , carefully d rawn maps , pho tographs , and other i l lustrations 
should accompany the text . A summary of the contents of the article, not exceed ing 
about 300 words , shou ld be at tached on a separate sheet. 

Con t r ibu to r s should seek clari ty, brevi ty , and s impl ic i ty of express ion and avoid long 
sentences and u n d u l y l eng thy or short paragraphs . T h e y should c lose ly observe the 
convent ions set out be low ( 'Format and S t y l e ' ) . T y p e s c r i p t s or pr int -outs mus t be 
checked personal ly before despatch , to r emove accidental errors. 

Page proofs wil l be sent to each contr ibutor , if necessary b y air mail . Cor rec t ions mus t 
be kept to a m i n i m u m : they should not include new material . Con t r ibu to r s should be 
prepared to return corrected proofs p rompt ly . A u t h o r s of articles and review articles 
receive 25 free offprints and m a y purchase addit ional copies , p rov ided that they order 
before publ icat ion on the form sent out wi th proofs . 

Format and Style 
Art ic les should be submi t ted in two copies . T h e y should be typed in doub le - spac ing 
throughout . L i n e s beg inn ing new paragraphs should be indented. A m p l e marg ins (at 
least one inch left and r ight , one and one-ha l f inches top and bo t tom) mus t be left, and 
all pages should be n u m b e r e d . 

Spe l l ing (in Engl ish) m a y fol low either Bri t ish or A m e r i c a n conven t ion bu t mus t be 
consistent . Afr ican w o r d s and names should conform to the o r thography of the 
International Afr ican Inst i tute. In referring to people , Bantu prefixes should normal ly 
be omit ted: thus ' L u g a n d a ' , ' B u g a n d a ' , bu t 'a G a n d a ' , ' the G a n d a ' . Quota t ions of more 
than forty w o r d s or so should beg in on a n e w line, indented from the left-hand marg in . 

Italics should be used only for the names of publ ica t ions and for w o r d s in languages 
other than Engl ish . Fo re ign w o r d s should be used only w h e n necessary, and then only 
wi th a translation in parentheses . F igures should be used for units of measurement , 
percentages (to be shown in the form '7 per cent ' , not ' 7 % ' ) , and any n u m b e r w h i c h 
includes a decimal point . Spe l l ou t other number s up to ten and mul t ip les of ten u p to 
one hundred ( ' seven ' , ' twen ty ' , bu t ' 2 5 ' , ' 1 2 7 ' , and '10,000 ' ) . C i t e dates in the form ' 1 2 
February 1968' (or ' F e b . ' in source-references) . Expres s sequences in the briefest form 
possible ( '68-9 ' , bu t ' 1 9 1 1 - 1 2 ' , ' 1 8 4 9 - 5 0 ' ) . 

N o t e s should be n u m b e r e d consecu t ive ly th roughout the article and typed doub le -
spaced, separately from the text. Ci ta t ions of references should be made on ly in the notes 
and not in the text, and there should be no separate b ib l iography . First references should 
be g iven in the full, thus: S . Johnson, The History of the Yorubas ( L a g o s , 1 9 2 1 ) ; E . W . 
Smi th , ' Sebe twane and the M a k o l o l o ' , African Studies, xv (1956) , 49—74. A l l subsequent 
references should be g iven in abbrevia ted form, thus : Johnson, History, 4 3 ; S m i t h , 
' Sebe twane ' , 65, excep t that ibid, should be used to refer to an immedia te ly p reced ing 
citation of a title. Loc. cit. and op. cit. should not be used. D o not abbrevia te per iodical 
titles. Arch iva l citations should be as br ief as is consis tent w i th clari ty. T h e identi ty and 
location of each archive mus t be fully spel led out where it is first ci ted. 

M a p s should be prepared whe re the topography is impor tant for an unders tand ing of 
the text. M a p s should if poss ible be camera- ready and show all relevant information, bu t 
only such information as is men t ioned in the text. Pho tographs should specifically 
enhance the text and carry full capt ions and at tr ibutions.
