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phone, fax and e-mail numbers of the 
author to whom proof’s should be sent. 
Page 3 should contain a short abstract of 
the paper in less than 150 words. The 
abstract will appear at the head of the arti-
cle when published in the journal. A list of 
three or four keywords or terms should also 
be included. The full text of the manuscript 
should begin on Page 4.
Equations. All equations should be type-
written and the numbers for displayed equa-
tions should be placed in parenthesis in 
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graphics files separately after you upload 
the PDF and source files for your paper.
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
