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sisterhoods who have no canonical obligation to recite the whole
of the Divine Office. It is also intended to serve the many piou$
layfolk who desire to join in offering up the Church’s daily
prayer.

The Latin text of the Psalms has been taken from the New
Psalter prescribed by His Holiness Pope Pius XII. The Diurnal 18
completely up to date, containing the restored Liturgy of Holy
Week according to the November 26th, 1955, Decree of the
Sacred Congregation of Rites.
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
