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sometimes more obscured than enlightened by
sociological jargon, basically lead to the
(hardly surprising) conclusion that local
anaesthesia was important for the
development of new operative special
disciplines, such as ophthalmology and dental
surgery, and that it contributed to the
emancipation of anaesthesiology from surgery.
All in all a well intended effort with a rather
disappointing result.
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
