KOBIN HOLLOWAY has completed a large-scale work lor brass band, and is now working on a com-
position for viola and small orchestra commissioned bv the BBC.

HAUL RAPOPORT is currentlv researching at McMaster University into the multitude of available
tunings and temperaments apart from the standard i 2-ec|ual; an article on this subject will appear
in a future TEMPO.

NOURITZA MATOSSIAN is involved in contemporary music, theatre, and dance as writer, lecturer,
and practitioner.
