We are pleased to announce the publication of Probability, Statistics
and Seismology, a Festschrift in honour of David Vere-Jones,
Professor of Mathematics at Victoria University of Wellington for over
30 years, sometime Chairman of the Education Committee of the
International Statistical Institute and prominent in international con­
ferences on the teaching of statistics.
