Religions & Human Rights 
Budapest—March 26 & 27,1997 

The Center for the Study of Human Rights at Columbia University is 
calling for papers in three areas: 

1. The Protection of Minority Religions 
Such issues as the rights of minorities to self-determination, free asso­
ciation and assembly, cultural protection and equal treatment; ques­
tions of tolerance, the interaction between religious and ethnic 
consciousness and rights, aceptable and non-acceptable religious 
practices, as well as the claims of "new" religions. 

2. Social Justice 
Such issues as the development and regulation of economic reorgani­
zation, the ways in which a society responds to persons such as the 
needy and disenfranchised, and the protection of the environment. 

3. Public Morality and Civic Values 
Such issues as freedom of speech, the regulation of obscenity and 
blasphemy, definitions of the public interest, abortion rights, as well 
as the role of religion in political discourse and the role of religious 
groups in the political process. 

The papers may be theoretical or empirical, comparative or case-
study in format. All papers should be directly relevant to issues of 
religion and human rights in Eastern Europe, but they should also 
have broad applicability and need not focus on the Eastern European 
experience. Following the conference, revised versions of the papers 
will be published in a single volume. To be considered, submit a two-
page paper proposal outline and a curriculum vitae. The conference 
language will be English. Proposals must be received no later than 
November 15, 1996. Successful proposers will be notified as soon as 
decisions are made, but no later than January 1, 1997. Inquiries 
should be addressed to:
