The Council had hoped that this book would have been in the hands of
Members before the Annual Meeting. It has, however, been a work of
much labour, necessitating a good deal of correspondence with Germany,
where the East and West Prussian Historical Society have undertaken to
publish, simultaneously with the issue of the whole work by this Society, an
edition of so much of it as concerns Prussia. Nevertheless there is every
reason to expect that it will now be issued without much further delay.

For the year 1893-94 it is impossible to promise absolutely more than
one volume, which will be a volume of Miscellany, containing, among
other matters, Wentworth and (additional) Hamilton Papers, and a
collection of Woodcuts illustrating rare ballad broadsides in the time of
the Stuarts. It is a matter of much regret to the Council that the
present resources of the Society do not enable them to present Members
with a greater number of issues in return for their Subscriptions. An
appeal to Libraries and Institutions has resulted in a small addition to
the number of Subscribers; but the Council would urge all Members of
this Society who have influence with such Institutions to press on their
Committees the importance of giving their support to the Society.

The Council much regret that "The Accounts of the Earl of Derby,"
the volume for the year 1892-3, has not yet been published. The delay,
for which the Editor oilers sincere apologies, has been entirely due to the
unexpected amount of labour involved in its production, and it is hoped
that the work, which has been so serious a task upon her energies, will
be of special value in consequence. The difficulties in making out the
itineraries, in consequence of the conflicting dales given in the MS., have
been considerable, and the work of identifying the place-names has been
no less troublesome. Care had to be taken in drawing up indices of
