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SYMPOSIUM IN MEMORY OF
G. A. COHEN (1941-2009)

Gerald Allen (‘Jerry’) Cohen was one of the most influential political
philosophers of the latter half of the twentieth century. When he died in
2009 Cohen left behind not only a short book and various unpublished
papers but an intellectual legacy that will remain alive for many
years. Economics and Philosophy initially planned to organize a review
symposium devoted to Cohen’s posthumous publications (Cohen 2009,
2011, 2012).
