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and St.  Lawrence of Erindisi preached to the Hebrews in their own 
tongue. The  oniy friendly reference made to  Jews is found in  the 
lessons for the feast of St. Jerome, who witnessed tli:it on his pil- 
grimage to Palestine he go t  the help of the most learned of the 
Jews for the understanding oS the Holy Scripture.’ So also the 
early Cistercians consulted Jewish Kabbis on the origina! Hebrew 
text of the  Bible. 

There can be no doubt that since the secular en~ancipa~ion  of thc 
Jews, the problem of Judaism has been newly visualised in its full  
natural and su,pernatural significance. In tkc liturgy, the most con- 
spicuous sign of this revival was the introduction i n  r876 of the cause 
of a Jewish convert. If the Ven. Paul Liberinan should be raised 
to the altars he would be the first Jewish-born person t o  ::ttain that 
honour since the days of Pope Evaristus. ‘Ihe Ven. l’aul Libcr!nan 
was the founder of two congregations bearing the n;in1e df the 1111- 

maculatc Henrt, and it is perhaps one of the least kiwwii topical 
aspects of tho recent spreading of the devotion LO t l ~ c  Most Pure 
Heart that it is the special patron of, if 1 may say so,  mudcrn 
Jewish-Christian relations. .4ccordingly the only special prayer for 
Jews now universally said, outside the Solenin Supplic:itions, is a 
short indulgenced prayer where the Patriarchs. Apostles : ~ n c l  the 1111- 

niacula:c H m r t  we invoked that tlirough their intcrcession ‘ the rem- 
nant of Israel may curne to a knowledge of our only Saviour Jesus 
Christ. ’
