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bovins), aboutit a la fission, tot realisee, des groupes agnatiques et a Pindependance reci-
proque qui en decoule.

Les Gogo ont cree une serie complexe de valeurs opposees et complementaires con-
stituant un systeme de double classification symbolique. Ces oppositions peuvent etre
rapprochees de l'opposition symbolique de base entre la main droite et la main gauche, bien
qu'un seul jeu d'oppositions n'englobe pas automatiquement tous les autres. Elles peuvent,
cependant, etre disposees en deux series complementaires et par couples d'oppositions
analogiques.

Dans certains contextes limites, Ego (masculin ou feminin) permit son ' univers de
parente ' comme appartenant a Tune des deux categories exclusives et opposees: wokulume
(ceux du cote masculin — droit) et wokucekulu (ceux du cote feminin — gauche). La premiere
comprend toute la parente agnatique; la seconde la parente matrilineaire, uterine, alliee. En
depit du fait que cette classification de parente n'apparait que dans des contextes limites et
a des niveaux relevant du domaine des structures, c'est un trait structurel significatif et elle
se trouve en relation directe a de multiples reprises avec la serie generate de valeurs a double
symbole qui caracterise d'autres aspects de la culture et de la cosmologie des Gogo.

REORGANIZATION IN THE INSTITUTE'S LIBRARY

OWING to limitations of space and structural conditions the reference library at
the Institute is having to restrict its holdings and will limit them in the future to

approximately 6,000 volumes. Items being removed consist largely of non-African
and non-academic works, ephemera, multiple editions, back issues of periodicals
marginal to the Institute's activities, and older works available in other libraries in
London.

The library will be closed to visitors for two or three weeks early in 1966 for
structural repairs and alterations to the building. The Institute regrets any incon-
venience which this may cause to members. Inquiries by correspondence will be
dealt with as usual throughout the closure.

The Institute library will continue to function as a small reference library with its
main emphasis on the ethnography, sociology, and linguistics of Africa. Short runs of
all relevant periodicals will be kept, as well as longer runs or complete sets of the
main journals specializing in African studies. The collection of pamphlets will be
maintained. The bibliographical activities which have always been the main work of
the library will continue.
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
