The plenary session of the meeting was held at George Washington Uni­
versity on the evening of April 17, and was presided by John J. Johnson. A
number of resolutions were considered and subjected to heated debate. The
first resolution: "On Oppression in Brazil," was proposed by Norris Lyle, Uni­
versity of Connecticut, and passed by voice vote. The resolution "On Funding
[of North Americans' Latin American research]" was passed 81-69. (Voting
is restricted to full members.) An amendment suggested by Howard Cline to
the resolution "On Freedom of Scholarly Communication" narrowly failed
(46-47), and the resolution was passed by voice vote. There were unsuccessful
efforts to amend the resolution entitled HOn the Free Exchange of Informa­
tion," and it was passed by voice vote. An amended version of the resolution
HOn Women" was passed by voice vote. The turbulent session ended at 12: 30
A.M.

The PAIGH Assembly was at­
tended by three hundred partici­
pants from al121 member states of
the Institute, and forty observers
from international organizations

and other countries. There were, in addition, delegations composed of scientists
and specialists in the various disciplines. These delegations took part in the
various commissions' Pan American Meetings of Consultation.

The Seminar was hosted by the
University of New Mexico, to­
gether with the University of
Kansas. The sessions were attend­
ed by university rectors and high

Special attention was given to problems of university evaluation. Partici­
pants were exposed to administrative and instructional aspects of a typical state
supported university and the kinds of communities which it serves. At the con­
clusion of this program the members proceded to an equivalent sojourn at the
University of Kansas.

The political science conference
was organized by the Interna­
tional Political Science Association
(IPSA), under the auspices of

the Asociacao Brasileira de Ciencias politicas, the Sociedade Brasileira de In­
strucao, the Instituto Universitario de Investigacoes do Rio de Janeiro
( IUPERJ), the Secretaria de Educacao e Cultura do Estado de Guanabara, the
Conselho Nacional de Investigacoes, and the Centro Latinoamericano de In­
vestigacoes em Ciencias Sociais. Two topics were discussed: 1) Political Parti­
cipation under Contemporary Conditions; and 2) Political Models and Na­
tional Development. Carl J. Friedrich, IPSA president, presided, and Karl W.

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The symposium was held at Santa
Cruz de Tenerife y Las Palmas
and organized by Luis Pericot, De­
partamento de Prehistoria, Facul­
tad de Filosofia ya Letras of the
Univedsidad de Barcelona, and

Jose Alcina, Departamento de Antropologia y Etnologia de America, Facultad
de Filosofia y Letras, Universidad de Madrid. The subject matter was treated
by an attempt to establish relationships between both coasts of the Atlantic in
pre-Colombian times.

The Conference centered on the
topic of "Fiscal Policy for Indus­
trialization in Latin America" and
consisted of ten sessions examin­
ing ten leading fiscalpolicy issues:

1) the structural background of industrialization in Latin America and the
impact of fiscal policy; 2) quantitative and qualitative aspects of public expen­
diture growth in Latin America-toward a positive theory of public expendi­
tures; 3) cost-benefit analysis as an instrument of public policy; 4) state-owned
industrial enterprises in Latin America-theory and practice; 5) fiscal incen­
tives to the private sector for industrialization; 6) theory of tax structure
development and the design of tax structure policy for industrialization; 7)
financial infrastructure and industrialization-the role of financial institutions;
8) monetary policy and inflation-effects on industrialization; 9) mobilizing
foreign financial resources-public assistance and private investment for indus­
trialization; 10) U.S. business and foreign policy influences in the formation
of Latin American domestic fiscal policy.

The United Nations proclaimed
the year 1970 the International
Education Year, and special efforts
were made in a number of coun­

tries to promote educational programs and to increase understanding of aims
and techniques of the educational process. Apart from the conference in Guay­
ana (see above), three other countries in the southern part of the Western
Hemisphere have held interesting meetings.

In Argentina, a Congresso Nacional de Educaci6n was held in August.
Besides Argentine authorities and specialists, foreign visitors were invited to
discuss education and social change, education and economics, education de­
livered through unconventional means, and permanent education.

A special education seminar was prepared in Chile with the aim of quali­
tatively improving the school system. There was, in addition, a seminar on
"Estudiantes universitarios y politica," and another on "La mujer chilena frente
al proceso de cambio.'

Cuba, as part of its special program in the AlE, organized a Seminario
interdisciplinario de educaci6n permanente, in which native and foreign spe­
cialists analyzed themes such as: the role of television and the press; use of new
techniques in teaching Math; teacher training; problems in agricultural educa­
tion in underdeveloped countries; and a plan of publications.
