Captions or legends of illustrations should include particulars of their
source and should be typed on a separate sheet. No particular style of
bibliographical citation is insisted upon, but contributors are asked to
pay special attention to the accuracy of their references.

A galley proof, which should be corrected and returned to the EdltOI‘ as
quickly as possible, will be sent to every contributor of an original article.

Contributors will receive fifty reprints free of cost. Particulars of the
cost of additional reprints will be sent with galley proofs.
