4. Contributions should be clearly typed in double spacing, preferably on A4
gapcr, with a wide left-hand margin.

ence relied on for a new or unusual conclusion. They should be numbered

6. Contributors should keep one copy of the typescript for correcting proofs.

8. First proofs may be read and corrected by contributors provided that they
