By vote of the Executive Council, the thirty-seventh annual meeting
of the American Political Science Association will be held in New York
City December 29-31, 1841, with headquarters at the Hotel Pennsyl-
vanis. The committee on program for this meeting consista of Francis G.
Wiison (University of Iflinois), chairman, W, Brooke Graves (Temple
University), Herbert Ei ich (Public A jon Clearing House,
Chicago), Harold H. Sprout (Princeton University), and O. Douglas
‘Weeks (University of Texas). In building the 1841 program, the commit~
tee will, in so far as possible, adhers to the rule requiring that (except
in the case of round-table leaders) no person shall appear on the program
more than once.

Professor Robert C. Brooks, of 8warthmore College, and president of
the American Political Sclence Association during the year 1940, died
on February 2 of li ing from an ion early in
January.

Professor J. Alton Burdine, of the University of Texas, has been ap-
pointed vice-president of the University, with duties relating primarily
to internal administration. Professor Burdine returned to the University
in Beptember after serving a year as administrative consultant to the ad-
ministrator of the Federal S8ecurity Agency.

Dr. Chester Lloyd Jones, professor of political science and commerce
at the University of Wisconsin, dicd at Madison on January 13 at the
age of fifty-nine. A graduate of the University of Wisconsin, Professor
Jones did graduate work at Berlin and Madrid, and received his doctor’s
degreo from the University of Pennsylvania in 1908. After serving four
years as an instructor in political science at Pennsylvania (aleo as assist-
ant editor of the Annals of the American Academy of Politicol and Social
Science), he was called back in 1910 to Wisconsin, where he later succceded
Dr. Paul 8. Reinach a3 chairman of the political science department.
From 1914 to 1917, he was s ry of the A i Political
Science Association. In 1917, he bccnme director of the bureau of foreign
agenis of the War Trade Board, and from 1919 to 1928 he served suc-
cessively as commercial attaché at the American embassiea at Madrid
and Paris. In 1928, be returned to the University of Wisconsin, dividing
his time between the department of political science and the schoof of
commerce, and for five years (1930-35) serving also an director of the lat-
ter. His teaching and writing during these later years fell entirely in the
field of Latin American affairs. His earlier books included The Consular
Service of the United Stales, Statute Law-Making, and The Caribbean In-

secretary (ex officio), N J. Dauer, U ity of Florida;
recording secretary, Paul M. W, Linebarger; and as three new members of

the Executive Council, James Hart, John Manning, and Cullen Gosnell.
