The title of the article and the author’s name and affiliation should
be typed on a separate page at the beginning of the article.

Tables should be clearly laid out and numbered consecutively.
Vertical lines between columns should be omitted. All figures and
totals should be checked for accuracy.

Maps and figures should be clearly legible in every detail. The
spelling of place names should be consistent with that used in the
text.

Every table, map and figure should have a title and at least one
reference in the text to indicate its location.

First proofs only will be sent to the author who will be expected to
return them to the Editor within three days. Excessive alterations
and additions may be charged to the author.

Each author will receive twenty-five free offprints of his article and a
copy of the part of the journal in which it appears.

Submission of an article will be taken to imply that it has not been
previously published and thatitis not on offer to any other publisher.
