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“The fact that Korean intelligence agents have been able to carry out their schemes in the U.S.
and to violate our laws with impunity emboldens the KCIA in its evil work at home. And it all but
destroys the hopes of those forces in Korea that are courageously struggling for a return to
democratic institutions. If such activities in the U.S. go unchallenged, then the sentiments on
behalf of human rights expressed by our Congress in economic and military aid legislation
become mere rhetoric. So the United States is not uninvolved with the actions of the KCIA, both
at home and abroad—an invdivement that takes on ever: greater significance when we
recognize that this Korean Central Intelligence Agency, as its name alone connotes, was
established with the technical advice and financial assistance of our government.”
