Agents
deduct one dollar of these sums as their fee; institutions which subscribe directly may
retain the same amount and remit eleven dollars and nine doilars in the respective
cases. Single numbers and Supplements may be obtained at two dollars each. Claims
for undelivered issues will be honored if they are received within one year of the
publication date; thereafter the single issue price will apply

This basic introduction to structural linguistics and some of the applications needed for effective teaching
of the skills of literacy at all grade levels considers the contributions twentieth-century scholarship has
made and can make to the teaching of reading and writing. Language is treated as speech, with constant
cross-reference between speech and writing, providing a useful reference for those who read English but
do not speak it well. The sound system of American English is presented, from the smallest units to large
patterns of utterance. The book focuses on beginning reading instruction, but the approach is fundamental
to both reading and writing problems at all grade levels.

THE ORAL INTERPRETATION OF LITERATURE

By CHLOE ARMSTRONG, Baylor University; and PAUL D. BRANDES, Ohio University. McGraw-Hill
