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e.g. (Fraser, Bellugi & Brown 1963): in
subsequent citations the first name only
should be given, with ' et al.' added.

All works referred to should be listed at
the end of the article, double-spaced and in
alphabetical order. The titles of articles
should as far as possible be abbreviated
according to the conventions of the Lin-
guistic Bibliography of the Permanent
International Committee of Linguists
(CIPL). Examples of references (note the
useof punctuation marks within references):
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Drawings, graphs, tables and figures

should be done to professional standards in
Indian ink on heavy unruled paper, or on
graph paper ruled in light blue. Lettering
on graphs, etc., is to be indicated in blue
pencil or (preferably) on an overlying sheet
of tracing paper.

With the exception of the title-page,
book reviews should be submitted in the
same form as articles. The title-page
should be of the following form:
