GRIEVANCE Booklet

The Women's Equity Action League (WEAL)
has announced publication of Filing a Faculty
Grievance by Phyllis Zatlin, Associate Dean of
Rutgers College.

NORC Surveys

Annually since 1972, the National Opinion
Research Center has conducted the General
Social Survey. To date this National Science
Foundation funded program has fieided seven
national surveys with a combined total of
10,652 respondents, the most recent completed
this year. The chief purposes of the GSS
program are to measure trends (and constants)
on a wide range of attitudes, behaviors, and
characteristics and to provide up-to-date, high-
quality, relevant data to the social science
community. Among the over 400 variables are a
full range of demographics; behavioral ques-
tions on socializing, group memberships, smok-
ing and drinking, victimization, and television
viewing; and attitude questions on personal
satisfaction, financial and occupational evalua-
tions, abortions, crime control, suicide, race
relations, and civil liberties.

Recently, these surveys have been merged
together into one data file. In this cumulative
file each year or survey acts as a subfile. This
arrangement greatly simplifies the use of the
GSS's both for trend analysis and pooling. In
addition, this cumulative data set contains
items previously available only as supplemental
data sets, such as the Dictionary of Occupa-
tional Titles rating of occupations. The data are
fully documented by the General Social Sur-
veys, 1972-78: Cumulative Codebook. This
codebook gives the question wordings and
frequencies for all items both by year and their
combined totals and contains 15 appendices
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dealing with sampling, interviewer instructions,
and other important matters.

OCEAN Policy Making Paper

Focusing upon intertemporal,
interregional, and intersectoral policy issues.
The Journal emphasizes formal modeling tech-
niques.

The editorial orientation of the journal favors
those contributors which combine analytical
originality and socioeconomic awareness with
an intuitive appeal to policy-makers.

Model-oriented, empiricaily-based articles on
policy issues are welcome, together with studies
about the historical context of current eco-
nomic social and political world problems.
Authors and readers are given the opportunity
for comments, rebuttals, and rejoinders to
stimulate further thinking.

As a new periodical, the Journal of Policy
Modeling has no backlog of unpublished materi-
al; contributors can, therefore, expect rapid
publication of accepted manuscripts.

INTERFUTURE SCHOLARS Programs

InterFuture, an educational experiment, will
celebrate its tenth birthday in 1979.

Since its founding in Princeton, N.J., approxi-
mately 100 carefully screened undergraduates
from schools in the USA and UK have been
selected to be InterFuture Scholars. They have
designed and carried out individual research
projects in North America, Europe, Africa, and
the Caribbean, producing monographs for aca-
demic credit at their schools.

InterFuture, headquartered at 420 Lexington
Avenue, Suite 354, New York, New York
10017, is a non-profit educational organization
which has involved a number of political
scientists as trustees, campus coordinators,
volunteer staff members, and project advisors—
among them W. B. Ofuatey-Kodjoe of Queens
College; James Tierney, Fund for Peace; James
Magee, Eastern Michigan University; Paul Con-
ner, Pace University; Edward Green, University
of the West Indies; Maurice Manning, University
College, Dublin; and the late Harwood Chiids,
Princeton University.

Political science students have been a large
contingent among the InterFuture Scholars.
Politics projects have included studies of the
cocoa trade, small town police practices, stu-
dent protest groups, women political leaders,
labor-management contracts, political activities
of the elderly, individual rights in environ-
mental law, operations of private sector foreign
aid organizations, the International Court of
Justice and the Namibia case, and urban mass
transit decision-making.

The student participants are largely self-
financed, aided by the transferring of their
tuition, scholarships, and loans to InterFuture.
The organization is staffed by volunteers, in-
cluding InterFuture alumni. Faculty who would
like to see their schools participate are en-
couraged to write to InterFuture for in-
formation.

WORLD POLITICS volume

The Howard University Department of Political
Science has announced the publication of a
volume growing out of a symposium held at the
University on the non-aligned movement in
world politics. The publication includes articles
from international specialists on non-alignment
as well as by members of the Department. It
includes papers by the ambassadors of four
non-aligned countries: Nigeria, Yugoslavia, Sri
Lanka, and Cuba. A special feature of the book
is a section on the non-aligned movement and
the Afro-American people, edited by Mar-
guerite Ross Barnett, Chairperson of the De-
partment. The book was edited by A. W.
Singham, for Lawrence Hill and Company,
Westport, Connecticut. Royalties from the
book have been donated to a special fund for

graduate students in the Department of Politi-
cal Science at Howard University.

PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION Journal

The International Journal of Public Administra-
tion, to be published by the Marcel Dekker
Publishing Company, has been established to
fili a need of the public administration com-
munity for single articles geared to national and
international issues. The journal is not, how-
ever, primarily focused on comparative and
developmental administration.

The editors and publisher hope that the journal
will permit academics and practitioners to share
with colleagues theoretical issues in public
administration as weli as applications of con-
cepts and theories in the practitioner com-
munity.

IJPA, a quarterly which will first appear in the
Spring of 1979, encourages the submission of
manuscripts by any member of the administra-
tive field.

SOCIAL SCIENCE index

The Institute for Scientific Information has
announced publication of an important new
index, to begin in 1979. Titled /ndex to Social
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Sciences & Humanities Proceedings, it will be
an in-depth index to proceedings and individual
papers in the social sciences and humanities
published during a calendar year. For each year
of coverage there will be four quarterly soft-
cover issues plus a hard-cover annual cumula-
tion.

The Index to Social Sciences & Humanities
Proceedings will provide complete bibliographic
details of 1,000 proceedings each year in the
social sciences and humanities. /[SSHP will offer
users access to some 20,000 papers from a wide
range of disciplines by indexing the complete
proceedings contents pages. The disciplines
covered will be sociology, psychology, litera-
ture, history, political science, education, eco-
nomics, anthropology, international affairs,
law, health care delivery, criminology and other
subject areas in the social sciences and humani-
ties.

The complete main entries in /SSHP will appear
in a contents-page format, similar to I[SI's
Current Contents, giving the user full informa-
tion on proceedings and the papers published in
them. The conference name, date and location
is shown along with sponsors, editors, book
title and subtitle or journal information, pub-
lishers address and complete acquisitions infor-
mation.

The ISSHP will contain six different index
sections that will allow fast easy searches to the
level of individual authors and papers. An
author’'s name a sponsor ... a general
category ... a meeting location ... title words
... or an author’s organizational affiliation . ..
lead the user to complete descriptions of
proceedings contents and individual papers.

Until now, the many forms in which proceed-
ings have appeared have made verification a
major task. And the time delays between a
conference and the indexing of its proceedings
has introduced a degree of uncertainty into
every search, even if the date of the conference
has been known. The ISSHP will provide all of
the information needed for fast verifications
... for effective retrospective searches ... for
informed acquisitions decisions.

ISSHP will be the latest of several products that
IS1 publishes in the arts and humanities areas.
The Arts & Humanities Citation Index was
introduced in 1978. The Current Contents/Arts
& Humanities, as with ISSHP, will also be
introduced in 1979.

ISI has just published a new flyer describing
how to use the ISSHP. It shows reproductions
of main entries and examples from all six of the
index sections.

Housing and Society, the journal of the Ameri-
can Association of Housing Educators, is devot-
ing a special issue to neighborhood and neigh-
borhood revitalization.

WASHINGTON WINTERIM 79

The Washington Center for Learning Alterna-
tives (WCLA) is again offering Washington
Winterim, an opportunity for college and uni-
versity students to participate in a three-week
concentrated introduction to the making of
policy and laws in the Nation's Capital. Win-
terim participants will have the opportunity to
observe first-hand the inner workings of govern-
ment and to discuss issues of national policy
with individuals who affect the process directly.

Washington Winterim 79 is conducted during
the first three weeks of January and offers a
chance to turn a Christmas vacation, inter-
session break, or mini-semester into a reward-
ing, educational, off-campus experience. In the
past students have received 3-6 credits from
their sponsoring universities for the work they
complete during Winterim. The faculty leader
for the program is again this year Dr. Stephen
Wayne.

The program includes three weeks of lectures,
seminars, briefings at site-visits, and smail group
discussions. The framework is the study of how
decisions are made, by what people, in which
organizations, and for what reasons. A closer
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analysis of this process will be achieved through
small study groups tailored to trace the genesis
and (sometimes) resolution of such contem-
porary issues as: international affairs, economic
affairs, civil rights/social welfare reform, and
the role of a responsible media.

Washington Winterim’s participants will meet
with key planners in top government positions
as well as with a variety of professionals who
research, testify, and evaluate remedies for the

plethora of domestic and international prob-
lems. With both general and individualized
components, Washington Winterim ‘79 provides
an opportunity for specialized research and
study projects, as well as for a basic, more
informed view of government operations.
