The Council is therefore induced
to believe that its new project, albeit as yet an experi-
ment, will obtain such support, both from Members of
the Society and from the general public, as will lead to
its becoming a permanent feature in the work of the
Society.

Professor Max Miiller delivered the Inaugural Lecture on
March the 4th, 1891; and the Right Hon. Sir Mountstuart
Grant Duff on the 19th of June, 1891, delivered the
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second Lecture in the Theatre of the School of Mines in
Jermyn Street. A third Lecture in February, 1892, is
being arranged.

Free tickets will be at the disposal of each Member of
the Society, on application. Members purposing to attend
are accordingly requested to apply for such tickets of admission
as they may require to the Secretary of the Society, Professor
T. W. Rhys Davids, and are requested to -do so as soon as
possible.
