President H u dson . We shall miss them.
The next item on our agenda today is the consideration of certain amend­

ments to the Society’s Constitution. These amendments have been duly 
published in the J o u r n a l . The first amendment is to Article 3 of the Con­
stitution, and I will ask the Secretary to read it. Please read the original 
article.

Secretary D u m b a u l d . “ On the nomination of two members in regular 
standing new members may be elected by the Executive Council acting 
under such rules and regulations as it may prescribe. Annual members 
shall pay dues of five dollars and shall thereupon become entitled to all 
privileges of the Society including copies of the American Journal of In­
ternational Law issued during the year. Upon failure to pay dues for 
one year a member may in the discretion of the Executive Council be 
suspended or dropped from membership.”

President H u dson . The proposal is to amend Article 3 of the Consti­
tution by omitting the words “ of five dollars”  and substituting therefor 
the words “ as the Executive Council shall determine.”

There is a somewhat general feeling among those who handle our finances 
that in line with most other organizations of this kind in the country, the 
Executive Council may wish to increase the dues of members; for my part, 
I hope the increase will not be a large one.

This amendment will confer a power on the Executive Council to deter­
mine the amount of dues instead of it being fixed at five dollars.

Is there any discussion of the amendment?
Dr. H erbert  W. B riggs. Does this apply merely to the annual member­

ship or does it apply to student memberships and the various categories?
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
