Marriage and Adoption in China
1845-1945

Arthur P. Wolf & Chieh-shan Huang. Based on a detailed
analysis of Japanese household registers for an area of the
Taipei Basin, this study makes two general points. One is that
the choice between minor, major, and uxorilocal marriage can
only be understood in the context of economic options and
demographic changes. The other, bringing in data from other
parts of Taiwan and from the Chinese mainland, is that
Chinese family organization varied sharply from region to re-
gion, to the point where forms of marriage that were nearly
unknown in one region were actively preferred in another.

This study investigates the political and
ideological context of Mao’s rise to power in the Chinese
Communist Party, and in particular the development of the
political ideology known as “Mao Tse-tung’s thought.” The
author’s analysis of the complex interplay of elite politics with-
in the CCP falls into two main periods: 193 5—40, when the
basic ideas behind the Chinese brand of Marxism were worked
out by Mao and Ch’en; and 1940~45, when the two men
worked to systematize and disseminate Mao’s thought as the
CCP’s official guiding doctrine.
