(This work by the leading authority on English place names gives nearly all street-
names found before 1500 and some later ones. It is an essential book for all con-
cerned with the history of London).

FurNITURE IN ROoMAN BRITAIN, by JoaN LiversipGe. Tiranti, London, 1955. 105 6d.

TREASURE IN THE THaMEs, by Tvor NoeL Hume. Muller, London, 1956. 215. (A
popular account of antiquitics found in the Thames. Though making no claims to
be scholarly and giving no references the collection of the material into a single book
may be found of value).

THE RomaNs WERE HERE, by Jack Linpsay. Muller, London, 1956. 25s. (An
attempt to cash in on the present popular interest in Roman Britain. Describes in
an interesting but uncritical way the Roman occupation and will be of use to many
general readers. Nothing in it for the specialist).
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
