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Zeke Baker is a PhD candidate in sociology at the University of California, Davis.
His dissertation “Meteorological Government” investigates the relationships between
climate knowledge and government from the late eighteenth century until recent
decades, primarily in the US context.

His areas of interest include state building and the Middle East, tran-
sitions from empire to the nation-state, citizen-state relations, as well as comparative
historical and political sociology. He was a Fox International Fellow for the 2014—15
year at Bogazigi University in Istanbul, Turkey where he conducted research for his
doctoral dissertation.
