Written by a diverse and accomplished group of scholars, the 
chapters in this volume employ legal, historical, philosophical, critical, 
discursive, and postcolonial perspectives to explore how the territoriality 
of the modern states – ostensibly, the most stable and unquestionable ele-
ment undergirding the current international system – has been rewritten 
and dramatically reimagined.
