This is 2 Nyanja magazine and is issued now for the first time at the head-
quarters of the White Father’s Mission, Bembeke, in the Central Province,
Nyasaland. It contains a foreword by Bishop Guillemé, which strikes the
general note of the whole issue, which is the number of those in Nyasaland
connected in one way or another with the Roman Catholic Church. It then
proceeds to a principal article on ° Catholicism ’°, followed by a general
statement regarding the production and distribution of the new paper. One
and a half pages are devoted to information relating to the celebrations
shortly to be held in connexion with the Jubilee of Bishop Guillemé. This
is followed by a story in the African fable form; a page giving details regarding
various Roman Catholic stations in the country; a page touching points
indicative of the wide extent and large numbers of the Roman Catholic
Communion throughout the world; three pages on the Blessed Saint
Hieronimo, whose date fell on 3oth September; finally, two pages in English
giving an introduction to what is obviously going to be a continued story
regarding the Blessed Martyrs of Uganda. The price is 14. per month,
