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Art of the Houma Foundry is an illustrated repertory of archaeologi-
cal finds made at the site of a sixth- to fifth-century B.C. bronze foundry
located at modern Houma in Shanxi Province, P.R.C. The excavation of
the foundry site, the largest known in the ancient world, was important
above all for the spectacular wealth of decorated clay foundry-debris that
was recovered there.

This book presents 1,200 of the most notable pieces of decorated
foundry debris in photographs and drawings. Though unearthed more than
thirty years ago, most of this material has never been published.
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
