aBouT The felloWshiP
The IDRF program supports the next gen-
eration of scholars in the humanities 
and humanistic social sciences pursuing 
research that advances knowledge about 
non-US cultures and societies. The pro-
gram is open to a range of methodologies, 
including research in archives and manu-
script collections, fieldwork and surveys, 
and quantitative data collection.
