Also with this issue JPH welcomes the addition of four new members
to the editorial board: Lawrence Friedman, Law, Stanford University;
David Garrow, Political Science, City University of New York; Paul
Kleppner, Social Science Research Institute, Northern Illinois Univer-
sity; and David Vogel, Business, University of California, Berkeley. The
interests of these scholars—Ilegal history, civil rights, electoral behavior,
and environmental/regulatory policy, respectively—coincide with the in-
terests of the JPH readers and authors.
