2. Articles should be no more than 35 pages including endnotes; (or, no
more than 9,000 words).

3. Article font should be 10 or 12 characters per inch (or pica type).

4. Two copies of the manuscript should be submitted on white paper,

addressed to the History of Education Quarterly, College of Education,

Slippery Rock University, Slippery Rock, PA 16057-1326. Manuscripts

are not returned unless a self-addressed envelope with sufficient postage accom-

panies the article.
