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have set up services for people with mental
illness, lessons learnt and recommended
success strategies. The establishment of a
national network of CMHTs was one of the
central recommendations of The Mental
Health  Foundation's Report, Creating
Community Care (September 1994). For
further information contact The Mental
Health Foundation at 37 Mortimer Street,
London W1N 8JU.
