As of September 1, the response rate
to the SHEA membership survey, original-
ly mailed to members in July, already was
approaching 50%. This survey is intended
to obtain information needed for SHEA to
identify and meet member needs better. It
also will help target the sponsors, adver-
tisers, and exhibitors whose support is
used, along with member dues, for SHEA
to accomplish its mission and to meet
members’ needs. As with previous SHEA
surveys, the results will be reported back
to SHEA members in subsequent issues of

the SHEA NewsLetter and the SHEA News
page. Information was solicited in the sur-
vey concerning members’ demographics
and characteristics of their primary hospi-
tal affiliation. Detail was requested con-
cerning specific compensation for the
respondents’ work in healthcare epidemi-
ology in relation to their total compensa-
tion.
