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Number 2A contains papers presented at the conference. Topics include Accelera-
tor Mass Spectrometric (AMS) Techniques, Natural Variations, The Carbon Cycle,
Methods and Applications, Conventional Techniques, Anthropogenic Variations,
Applications in Archaeology, and Reporting and Management of Data.

Number 2B is the special Calibration Issue which contains the latest calibration
curves and tables derived from dendrochronological methods. The issue presents,
for the first time, all of the most precise calibrations to date covering a time interval
of up to 10,000 years. U S Bristlecone Pine chronologies are matched with those of
Irish and German Oak and a calibration curve for marine samples is also presented.
This issue is proving extremely important to archaeologists in calculating precise
radiocarbon ages.
