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The Revolutionary Origins of
Modern Japan

Thomas M. Huber. Challenging the popular view of the Meiji
Restoration as a "revolution from above," this book argues
that its main cause was neither the growing threat of the West
nor traditional loyalty to Emperor and nation, but rather lay
in class conflict and long-term institutional change. The author
sees the Restoration as a revolution against feudal privilege
carried out from below by a service intelligentsia of minor
administrators, priests, scholars, and village officials. The book
focuses on the politically most effective body of activists, those
in the domain of Choshu, and on their most important leaders
of the 1850'sand 1860's: Yoshida Shoin, Kusaka Genzui, and
Takasugi Shinsaku. A final chapter explains various heretofore
puzzling aspects of the Meiji period (1868-1912) in terms of
its revolutionary origins, and concludes by showing that the
Restoration, far from being uniquely Japanese, had many of
the characteristics we associate with the great revolutions of
England, France, and Russia. $19.50

The book is divided into four
parts reflecting the female life cycle, and covers many social
classes and geographical settings. The documents deal with
such topics as child rearing, education, religious experience,
courtship, marriage, motherhood, friendship, prostitution,
and reform work. They derive from a wide range of material,
including diaries, letters, autobiographies, poetry, medical
records, wills, tombstone inscriptions, games, household
budgets, etiquette manuals, and the writings of nineteenth-
century social scientists.
